Cadet Online Testing



Aerospace and leadership achievement tests are now available to cadets online. Here are some key facts:
Test Site:  Log-in to eServices and click "Cadet Online Tests"

Available Tests: 
(1)  All Aerospace Dimensions tests
(2)  All Aerospace Journey of Flight tests
(3)  Learn to Lead tests through the Mitchell Award
Please note that tests for the "old" leadership textbook, "Leadership for the 21st Century" are available in hard copy only.

Question Bank: 25 questions per test, selected at random from a question bank

Time Limit: 30 minutes

Test Location: Cadets may test at a time and place of their choosing (i.e.: 2am Saturday night at home in pajamas)

Format: Multiple-choice, open book. Passing score is raised to 80%.

Feedback: Scores are automatically fed into the Cadet Promotions Application in e-Services. In case of failure, the cadet is locked out for 7 days. In case of failing the same test twice, the cadet is locked out until meeting with a senior member. 

Special Accommodations: Squadrons may support cadets who lack Internet access or have special educational needs by administering the tests via hard copy at the unit. Seniors may obtain a hard copy via E-Services; click "Cadet Online Testing," then "Admin," then the link to hard copy tests.

Performance Tests: Of course, drill and ceremonies will still be tested the “old fashioned way.”

Milestone Award Exams: As a safety valve protecting the integrity of cadet awards, milestone award exams will remain closed-book and controlled by the squadron.

Test Integrity: An honor statement will buttress the integrity of the testing program in an open-book environment. Before beginning an online test, cadets must agree to the following:

I certify that I am Cadet (Name). I will complete the following Cadet Achievement Test on my own, without help from another person. My only resource for this open-book test will be my cadet textbooks and class notes. [By clicking below,] I reaffirm my commitment to our Core Value of Integrity. 

A Cultural Change: Academic knowledge will continue to be an important facet of cadet life. However, the move to online tests will deemphasize the notion that tests are the keys to promotions. Instead, achievement tests will be but one step along the promotion journey; demonstrating leadership skill and maturity in light of CAPR 52-16’s “Leadership Expectations” chart will become the true test for promotion readiness.
· **Please note that if you are using an AOL browser you may experience some difficulties with this application. 

· **Please note that due to internet network speeds some tests may take a minute to download before starting. 

· **Please be sure that your antivirus/firewall/security settings are not causing you to be unable to view or process each test. 

· In order for this application to work properly, Javascript must be turned on in your internet browser. 

· A (*) denotes all required information. 

· Select the module you would like to view. 

· You will only be allowed to take the next available exam for each achievement your working on. 

· Before clicking on the link to start the exam, please be sure you are prepared and are in a comfortable test taking environment. 

· You will not be allowed to discuss the exam with other cadets while taking the test. Integrity is a serious issue and CAP trusts that you will make every effort to follow the rules carefully. 

· Once you have selected an exam to take, you will have a time limit in order to finish the online test. Please make sure you complete the exam before the time limit is up. 

· If you are not able to pass an exam on the first try, you must wait 7 days after the initial test date before retaking the same exam. 

· If you do not pass an exam after the second attempt, we recommend you seek help on the material before trying to take the test again. After the second failed test you must request a Senior Member to allow you access to retake the exam.
· Cadets must elect to receive both secure and non-secure data to access the tests.
· Also, if you are using IE 8 as your internet browser, you will notice that a pop-up will appear after you select an exam. The IE 8 warning pop-up will look like what is shown below: 
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Please be sure to select "No" when this appears in order for the exam to load. 



See additional instructions on the next page: (the following information has been added by the squadron commander following a review of the online testing process)
· When a test opens, you will see a "time remaining" countdown clock in the upper right corner of the test window.

· Test questions will appear one at a time. After answering a question, use the "Next" button to move to the next question. Do not click on the "Submit All" button in the lower left corner of the screen until all questions have been answered.
· After answering all questions, review your questions/answers before clicking "Submit All Answers". You may review by clicking on  "Review Test"

· When you are satisfied with your answers to all questions. Click on "Submit All Answers" 
· This will start the grading process and you will see your results momentarily. Once the results are displayed, it is a good idea to use your computers "PRINT" button on the keyboard to print the results page. This is the PRINT button, NOT the PrtScn button. On my computer it's the F12 button, but yours may be different. I'll explain the reason for this at the end of the instructions.

· VERY IMPORTANT STEP:  You are not done and your results will not be recorded in the online system until you click on the "Finish" button on the screen. 

· There have been some reported problems with the online testing system. There have been reported cases of results not being properly recorded in the NHQ database. That is the reason that you should print your results page and retain it until you have confirmed that your test score has been properly recorded. If you take and pass an online test and your commander or cadet programs officer does not receive a notification email from NHQ, you may present the printed copy of the test results to your squadron and get credit for the test.
