Placement of Civil Air Patrol Patches and Insignia on BDU Uniforms
CAP Regulations require precise placement of all patches and insignia on BDU uniforms. Patches and insignia that are improperly located must be removed and replaced.

Nametapes and Civil Air Patrol tapes:

BDU shirts should be laundered and dried before anything is sewn on the garment. The Nametapes and Civil Air Patrol tapes should also be laundered, dried, and pressed prior to sewing on the uniform. This preshrinks the tape and minimizes puckering after the garment is washed.

Civil Air Patrol tapes are sewn above the pocket flap of the left breast pocket. The tape should touch the top of the flap but not overlap it. The ends of the tape should not be cut, but should be folded under and sewn so that the tape is the exact length as the width of the pocket flap. The nametape should be sewn in the same manner over the right breast pocket.

Colorado Wing Patch:

Sewn on the left BDU sleeve. The patch should be centered below the seam that runs across the shoulder and the top center of the patch will be exactly 1/2 inch below the shoulder/sleeve seam.

Reverse American Flag:

Sewn on the right BDU sleeve. The patch should be centered below the seam that runs across the shoulder and the top center of the patch will be exactly 1/2 inch below the shoulder/sleeve seam. Be certain that you have the correct flag. The blue field of stars should face forward.

Evergreen Squadron Patch: (if authorized) (awarded after first promotion)

Centered between the bottom of the flap and the bottom of the right breast pocket.

Emergency Services Patch: (if authorized)

Centered over the nametape above the right breast pocket. The bottom of the patch will be exactly 1/2 inch above the edge of the nametape.

Insignia embroidered on ultramarine blue background:

For CAP insignia, embroidered on an ultramarine blue background, the blue background material must be folded under so as to create a 1/8 inch border around the insignia. When positioning this insignia on the uniform, measurements are made to the white part of the insignia, not the border of the insignia. Also remember that anything sewn on the collar must be centered from side to side and measured from the front edge of the collar AND parallel to the front edge of the collar. Nothing on 
the collar is ever placed at an angle to the front edge. If you are having insignia professionally sewn, be certain that the installer know the proper alignment of the insignia.

Cadet Officer and Senior Member grade insignia: (sewn on collar)

The white part of the embroidered insignia must be exactly 1 inch from the front edge of the collar and parallel to the front edge. The insignia should be centered from side to side.

Embroidered Ground Team or other Specialty Badges: (if authorized)

Ground Team Badges are sewn on the BDU Shirt centered above the Civil Air Patrol tape over the left breast pocket. These are placed so that white part of the insignia or badge is exactly 1/2 inch above the edge of the Civil Air Patrol tape.

Embroidered Grade Insignia on BDU CAP:
The grade insignia for Cadet Officers and Senior Member Officers is centered on the front of the cap and the white part of the insignia should be exactly 1/2 inch above the cap brim.
