Obtaining a CAP Emergency Services Specialty Qualification Card (CAPF 101 Card)
A CAPF 101 Card is required to participate in, and train for, any Emergency Services qualification or activity. In order to get a 101 Card as a cadet, you must have completed the Curry Achievement and it must have been entered into eServices by your squadron commander. Additionally, all members must have passed the GES 116 test and the GES rating must have been approved by your squadron commander in eServices. Follow the steps below to get a copy of the CAPF 101 Card.

1. Open your internet web browser, go to the CAP National Web Site - www.gocivilairpatrol.com and click on "Members" link near the top of the page. In the left column, click on "eServices". The login page will appear. I would suggest book-marking this page so that you can return to it easily in the future. Follow instructions for login to eServices.

2. Once logged in to eServices look in the left column and click on the underlined My Operations Qualifications link. This will display the Operations Qualification page.

3. You can access quite a few useful ES related items on this page. You can enter ES Training Tasks, print an SQTR Worksheet, and print your own CAPF 101 Card.

Obtaining a CAPF 101 Card:

1. After completing the 3 steps above, you should be at the Ops Quals - Emergency Services Page. The left column of this page contains a list of dark blue tabs with various links under each tab. Locate the dark blue Emergency Services tab and click on the 101 Card link. This will load the CAPF 101(E) – Specialty Qualification Card page. Answer "Yes" to any Security Information pop-up questions that appear.
2. This page will display your CAPF 101 Card. Read all of the notes on this page and examine your card carefully to confirm that it displays accurate information. The CAPF 101 card will be "VOID" if no personal characteristics, i.e., Height, Weight, Eye color, and Hair color have been provided. 

3. If you need to submit or update personal characteristics, click on the personal characteristics link on the website page above the 101 card.

4. Next, look in the middle column of the card and look for "GES (No Expire)". This is the minimum that you should see on a valid card. If your card says "GES (inactive)", read the first paragraph of this document. Cadets must complete the Curry Achievement and all members must complete GES 116 before a card will be valid. As a cadet, if you have completed the Curry achievement and GES 116, and your card indicates "GES (inactive)" contact your squadron commander to seek appropriate approvals. 
5. To print your CAPF 101 card, click on the click here to print link above the card on the website page and print the card from the new window that opens.
6. Prior to any training exercise, SAREX, or actual mission, it is recommended that you print a new CAPF 101 Card so that it reflects any training completion that you may have accomplished since your last mission, SAREX or exercise.
