Introduction

Welcome to Civil Air Patrol and Fremont Starfire Cadet Squadron!

Because the Civil Air Patrol (CAP) is the official auxiliary of the United States Air Force, the CAP Cadet Program is different from other youth-oriented programs. It demands a very high standard of dedication, participation, discipline, obedience, leadership and attention to detail. You will only get out of the CAP Cadet Program what you put into it.

This handbook is designed to provide concise information about the Cadet Program at Fremont Starfire Cadet Squadron in order to help you meet the required high standards. It is designed to complement, rather than replace, the Civil Air Patrol manuals which are the heart of the Cadet Program. Inside you will find detailed guidelines covering everything from the format of our weekly meetings to military customs and courtesies to special activities.

Take the time to study this handbook carefully. It will prove to be a great help throughout your career as a CAP  Cadet.
General Regulations

Meeting Format

The following section describes our normal format for weekly meetings. The format listed below may be deviated from without prior notice as circumstances warrant.

1.
Fremont Starfire Cadet Squadron normally meets every Thursday evening at the Evangelical Free Church.  There are no meetings the last two Thursdays of the year during the weeks before and after Christmas. Occasionally, meetings will be held at other locations where special events or tours are scheduled.

2.
The standard schedule is as follows:

18:30 Sign-in, Cadets report for opening formation

18:35 Inspection and announcements

18:45 Drill and Customs and Courtesies

19:30 Break

19:40 Activity period (see item 3 below)

20:40 Cadets report to classroom for closing announcements

20:45 Closing formation

20:50 Clean up

21:00 Building secured

3.
The activity period will rotate among the following:


a.
1st meeting of the month    Leadership Laboratory  Uniform is Blues


b.
2nd meeting of the month   Emergency Services      Uniform is BDU’s


c.
3rd meeting of the month    Aerospace Education    Uniform is BDU’s


d.
4th meeting of the month    Values for Living and Physical Training  Uniform is PT gear

4.
Some months have five Thursdays. In these instances, the 5th meeting night will be used for special activities, such as field trips, color guard practice, etc.

5.
Testing will be available during the activity period of the first and  fourth meetings of the month.

Attendance

1.
You are required and expected to be on time for all squadron meetings and field activities.

2.
It is your responsibility to notify your immediate superior at least two hours in advance if you cannot attend a squadron meeting or field activity, or if you will be late. If you cannot reach your immediate superior, then notify the next higher person in your chain of command.

3.
After an absence, you must contact your immediate superior and find out what you missed.

4.
If you attend middle school or high school, then you are required to bring in a written excuse from parents or other responsible authority explaining why you were absent if you miss a meeting. Cadets who have graduated from high school are exempt from this requirement.

5.
Unexcused absences and tardiness will result in disciplinary action. Every member of Fremont Starfire Cadet Squadron is important to the performance of the squadron as a whole. That is the essence of teamwork and esprit de corps. The squadron cannot function effectively if you are not there to actively participate.

Chain of Command

1.
You must know the chain of command and the NCO support channel. You are responsible for knowing the name and grade of all personnel in the chain, and the position that each person holds. This is a requirement for all promotions.

2.
Although technically not in the chain of command, you must also know the name and grade of the Cadet First Sergeant. The First Sergeant is part of the NCO support channel. The noncommissioned officers in the NCO support channel assist the officers in the chain of command.

3.
You must always use the chain of command, except to report a Cadet Protection violation or in other emergency situations, or as specifically instructed by a Senior Member or a Cadet of higher grade. For example, if you are a Cadet Airman, then your immediate superior is the Cadet Flight Sergeant assigned to your flight; therefore, if you have questions or need to talk over a problem, then the person that you should speak with is the Cadet Flight Sergeant. If the Cadet Flight Sergeant is unable to help you, then obtain his/her permission to speak with the Cadet Flight Commander, and so on. Always get permission before going to the next higher level in the chain of command.

4.
If your immediate superior is not available, then you should speak directly with the person in the next level of the chain of command. Using the example from (3) above, if the Cadet Flight Sergeant is not available, then you should speak directly with the Cadet Flight Commander. If the Cadet Flight Commander is not available, continue with the person in the next level of the chain.

5.
The chain of command and the NCO support channel include the following positions, listed in order:

a.
Cadet Flight Sergeant assigned to your flight

b.
Cadet First Sergeant (NCO support channel position)

c.
Cadet Flight Commander assigned to your flight

d.
Cadet Deputy Commander

e.
Cadet Commander

f.
Deputy Commander for Cadets

g.
Squadron Commander

h.
Group 3 Commander

I.
Colorado Wing Commander

j.
Rocky Mountain Region Commander

k.
National Commander

Report Cards and College Transcripts

1.
Cadets who attend middle school, high school or college must maintain a 2.0 grade point average to actively participate in normal squadron activities, such as weekly meetings. A 2.5 average is required to participate in special activities, such as squadron Color Guard, Drill Team and other long term activities.

2.
To verify academic performance, all Cadets who attend middle school or high school are required to bring in their report card or a copy for review at the end of each academic period.

3.
All Cadets who attend college must bring in a copy of their transcripts for review at the end of each academic period.

Cadet Oath

1.
All Cadets must learn the Cadet Oath and be able to recite it whenever asked to do so. The Cadet Oath states:

“I pledge that I will serve faithfully in the Civil Air Patrol Cadet program, and that I will attend meetings regularly, participate actively in unit activities, obey my officers, wear my uniform properly, and advance my education and training rapidly to prepare myself to be of service to my community, state and nation.”

2.
An oath is a custom, dating back to the Romans, of publicly committing yourself to do a task. It makes you and others know you are really serious about doing what the oath says you will do.

3.
You will be asked to recite the Cadet Oath at every promotion board.

Pledge of Allegiance

1.
All Cadets must learn the Pledge of Allegiance and be able to recite it whenever asked to do so. The Pledge of Allegiance is as follows:

“I pledge allegiance to the flag of the United States of America, and to the Republic for which it stands, one nation under God, indivisible, with liberty and justice for all.”

Excerpt from AFMAN36-2203, Drill and Ceremonies:

7.38. Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag:

7.38.1 In military formations and ceremonies, the Pledge of Allegiance is not recited.

7.38.2. At protocol functions and social and sporting events that include civilian participants, military personnel should:

7.38.2.When in uniform outdoors, stand at attention, remain silent, face the flag, and render the hand salute.

7.38.2.2. When in uniform indoors, stand at attention, remain silent, and face the flag. Do not render the hand salute. Where the participants are primarily civilians or in civilian attire, reciting the Pledge of Allegiance is optional for those in uniform.

7.38.2.3. When in civilian attire, recite the Pledge of Allegiance standing at attention, facing the flag with the right hand over the heart. Men should remove their headdress with the night hand and hold it over their left shoulder, hand over the heart.
Cadet Motto

All Cadets must learn the Cadet Motto. The Cadet Motto is “Semper Vigilans”, which is Latin for “Always Vigilant”.

U.S. Air Force Academy Cadet Honor Code

1.
All USAFA Cadets must adhere to the honor code. The honor code states:

“We not lie, cheat, steal nor tolerate among us anyone who does. Furthernore, I resolve to do my duty and live honorably, so help me God. “

If we were to have a CAP Cadet Honor Code, it could read like this:

“As a member of Civil Air Patrol, I will not lie, cheat, steal nor tolerate anyone who does. I will always maintain the highest standards of personal integrity and will do nothing to dishonor myself, my squadron, the Civil Air Patrol or the United States Air Force.”

CAP Cadets are not bound to these honor codes as the Academy Cadets are, however these honor codes give guidance as to the high standards expected of those in CAP Cadet Programs and those wearing the Air Force style uniforms.
2.
Lying includes acts of both commission and omission. Commission is the making of a statement or claim which is known to be untrue. Omission is the deliberate failure to tell the whole truth or provide a complete answer so as to mislead someone.

3.
Stealing is the taking or keeping of the money or property of another with the intent to permanently deprive the owner.

4.
It is your duty to promptly report any violation of this code to the appropriate person. If you see someone cheating on a test, then report the violation to the Testing Officer. In other situations, report violations through your chain of command. The failure to report a violation is just as serious as the violation itself.

5.
High standards of personal integrity include upholding the dignity and respect of other persons, yourself, your family, your school and your CAP Unit.  Gossip and loose talk cause problems every day.  Do not say anything about anyone else you would not say in their presence.  The language you use is a reflection upon your self and any thing you represent, including your CAP Unit.  Strive to use proper and clean talk at all times. 

6. 
Use of tobacco products and drugs are strictly forbidden and will result in membership termination.

7. 
Violation of the honor code will result in strong disciplinary action, with termination of your membership in the Civil Air Patrol the most likely result. Final action will be taken by the Squadron Commander.

Uniforms

The following sections describe proper wear of the Civil Air Patrol uniform. For more information, refer to CAP Manual 39-1, Uniform Manual or ask your immediate superior.

General Information

1.
As a cadet member of the Civil Air Patrol, you are permitted to wear Air Force uniforms with distinctive Civil Air Patrol insignia. This is both a privilege and a responsibility. As a member of Civil Air Patrol, you are obligated to wear your uniform proudly and smartly, in the tradition of the military.

2.
The alert Cadet takes pride in the way he/she wears the uniform, because the neat, well-groomed Cadet makes a favorable impression wherever he/she is seen. A properly worn uniform reflects personal pride and esprit de corps. Likewise, the cadet who makes a poor appearance attracts unfavorable attention. The uniform must be worn in the proper manner, as established in current rules and regulations. Proper wear of the uniform includes proper posture and military bearing. The rules and regulations which govern proper uniform wear are listed in LEADERSHIP: 2000 AND BEYOND and CAP Manual 39-1, Uniform Manual.

3.
The correct uniform of the day must be worn to all squadron meetings and field activities unless you are specifically directed otherwise. If you forget which uniform is the proper uniform of the day, then call a fellow Cadet, or your immediate superior to find out.

Civil Air Patrol Cadet Uniform Program Instructions - for new cadets
This program provides an opportunity for a new cadet to receive, at no cost to the cadet, a basic blue Air Force uniform, provided the unit commander approves the request and funds continue to be available in the program. 

Cadets are responsible for purchasing the CAP accessories (name tag, ribbons, grade insignia, hat device, etc.) required for proper wear of the uniform. For CAP accessories, contact Vanguard at 1-800-221-1264. 
Free uniform items must be returned (or replaced, if lost or damaged) to the local CAP unit in the event the cadet withdraws from the cadet program within the first year of membership. The parent/guardian assumes the responsibility on behalf of the minor child. The unit commander will make every reasonable effort to retrieve these uniform items. Uniforms received under this program will not be sold, rented or given to anyone other than CAP cadets. 
Ordering Instructions
You must use e-Services (www.capnhq.gov) to order your uniform under this Cadet Uniform Program. Once your membership application is processed, you will receive a membership card with your CAPID number. You should use the CAPID to log into e-Services, or you may use your Social Security Number. 
Click on the “First time users” link and follow the instructions. Once you have established your account, log into e-Services and look for the “Cadet Uniform” link on the left side.
Click the “Cadet Uniform” link and follow the instructions to order a cadet uniform under this program. If you need help with sizing information, click on the male or female sizing charts. Commanders and Deputy Commander are authorized to input orders on behalf of the cadet. 
Required Uniform Items

You are required to have a complete service uniform (blues̓) and Battle Dress Uniform (BDU̓s). For the service uniform, you must have a short-sleeve shirt (for summer wear) and long-sleeve shirt (for winter wear).

Listed below are the minimum required items. Additional items, such as field jackets, are recommended but not required. Consult your immediate superior or CAPM 39-1, Uniform Manual for more information.

How to Wear the Uniform

The following guidelines must be complied with for proper wear of the uniform:

1.
Never mix civilian clothing with the Civil Air Patrol uniform, except for weather essentials.

2.
Avoid unauthorized mixing of uniform items.

3.
Keep your uniform clean, neat and pressed.

4.
Keep your boots and shoes polished to a high gloss.

5.
Keep all metallic uniform items polished to a high gloss.

6.
Trim all loose strings and frayed seams.

7.
Wear your cap or hat whenever you are outdoors or you are participating in drill or formations on the drill deck.

8.
Wear your flight cap so that it is tilted slightly to the right side of the head about two fingers above the right eyebrow and two fingers above the right ear.

9.
Make sure your insignia are placed correctly. ‘CAP” collar insignia must be centered between top and bottom edges of the collar, one inch in from the front edge, with the insignia parallel to the top of the collar.

10.
Wear only authorized insignia and decorations.

11.
For Cadet officers, cloth grade insignia must be worn on the Battle Dress Uniform (BDU̓s).

12.
Have your shoulder patches sewn on the upper left shoulder so that they are centered on the sleeve, and ½ inch below the top seam of the sleeve.

13.
Be sure your uniform fits properly. It should not be baggy or loose fitting, nor tight fitting.

14.
For the blue uniform, enter the belt through the loops on the left and fasten the belt through the buckle so that the entire metal tip shows, with no blue material visible between the metal tip and buckle. Make sure that the “gig” line is straight.

15.
Keep your shirt, coat or jacket buttoned at all times.

16.
Keep your fingernails clean and short.

17.
Do not place ties or flight caps under the shoulder loops of your shirt or coat.

18.
Ribbons must be worn resting on the top edge of the left pocket. The ribbons must be in the correct order of precedence. Refer to CAPM 39-1

19.
Nameplates will be worn resting centered on the top edge of the right pocket

20.
Male Cadets will wear a plain, white V-neck T-shirt with the blue shirt.

Obtaining Uniforms
There are several sources of uniforms and accessories. Some uniform items are available directly from Fremont Starfire Cadet Squadron free of charge. Whether you are purchasing a uniform from outside sources or getting free uniform items from the squadron, make sure that you know the size of the item that you want before you place an order. The following is a list of sources:


Fremont Starfire Cadet Squadron

1.
A stock of surplus uniform items for Fremont Starfire Cadet Squadron, including shirts, pants and coats for the service uniform are available in the supply room .

2.
You may arrange to obtain uniforms any meeting night by getting with the Squadron Supply Officer.  Remember to use the chain of command.

Vanguard has many uniform items for sale. You can order uniform items that you need directly from Vanguard by the web site, or by phone if your parents agree to use a credit card.

2.
A current copy of the Bookstore catalog is available for review at all squadron meetings. Check with the Deputy Commander for Cadets if you wish to look at the catalog. Remember to use the chain of command.

1.
The HOCK SHOP is an independent supplier of CAP uniforms and accessories, and has the most complete inventory.

2.
To order from the HOCK SHOP, call 1-800-THE-HOCK (1-800-843-4625). You will need to have your parents use a credit card for this.

Air Force and Army Bases

1.
Because the Civil Air Patrol is the official auxiliary of the United States Air Force, all members are allowed to purchase uniforms and related items directly from Military Clothing Sales on Air Force and Army bases.

2.
You must have your Civil Air Patrol ID Card with you to get on base and to purchase any uniform items. The guard at the gate and the sales clerk in Military Clothing Sales will check your ID card.

3.
Bases in the area include:

a.
Peterson Air Force Base

b.
Ft Carson Army Base (for purchasing BDU items)


All Cadets will wear a crew neck T-shirt with BDU̓s. Black T-shirts are preferred, but brown  


 T-shirts are acceptable.

Polishing Shoes and Boots

All Cadets are required to keep their shoes and boots polished to a high gloss. This section

describes how to polish leather and Corfam footwear.

Leather

Leather is a skin, therefore it has pores. These pores must be filled in to some extent if a high shine is to be attained. A “base coat” fills in the pores. The leather bill of the service cap can be polished in the same manner as shoes and boots. Be careful not to get any polish on the fabric of your service cap.

1.
To begin shining leather shoes or boots, you will need the following items:

a.
KIWI black paste polish

b.
Two old soft handkerchiefs or T-shirts

c.
A shoe brush

d.
KIWI Honor Guard Edge Dressing (you can get this from Military Clothing Sales)

e.
An old toothbrush

2.
Spread newspaper over the working surface.

3.
Open the polish can and fill the lid half full of water.

4.
Wrap a handkerchief tightly around two fingers and scoop out a generous portion of polish.

5.
Apply the polish to the selected surface and work it in with a circular motion.

6.
As the polish begins to dry, dip your cloth in water and apply to the surface to keep it moist.

7.
When it appears that all the polish has been worked in, stop.

8.
Remove excess polish by buffing the shoe briskly with the brush and a little water.

9.
Repeat steps 4-8 several times.

10.
When the grain of the leather is hard to see, you have a good base coat.

11.
Take the other handkerchief and repeat steps 4-8 several times, using less polish each time.

12.
Put some polish on the toothbrush and work it into the rim where the leather joins the sole.

13.
Use the Edge Dressing only on the heel and the outside of the rim, and not on leather.


Corfam

1.
Corfam shoes are made of a durable plastic rather than leather, and are much easier to care for. They do have two disadvantages:

a.
They do not “breathe” like leather, so they are hot in summer.

b.
If scuffed, they cannot be easily repaired.

2.
To shine a Corfam shoe, do the following:

a.
Apply a spray-on product such as Pledge and wipe it off.

b.
Use a toothbrush to apply KIWI polish into the rim where the leather joins the sole.

c.
Use Heel and Sole Enamel only on the heel and the outside of the rim.

Shining Metallic Uniform Items

All Cadets are required to polish their metallic uniform items to a high gloss and maintain them in that condition. This section describes how to do that.

Metallic uniform items include hat devices, aeronautical rating insignia, collar insignia, and belt buckles and tips. Belt buckles and tips are available in a pre-shined condition and are recommended provided you take care to keep them free of scratches and dents. Most other items come with a coat of gray lacquer which must be removed if the item is to be brought to a high shine. The steps listed below should be followed to shine your new metal insignia. If your insignia has previously been shined using this method, then you only need to do step 13 to maintain it.

1.
You will need the following items:

a.
An old towel with a rough texture

b.
A very soft cotton cloth

c.
Ammonia

d.
A common cleansing powder like AJAX or Comet

e.
A liquid metal polish like Brasso (you can get this at Shopper̓s Food Warehouse or Military Clothing Sales)

f.
An old toothbrush

g.
A tool with a small point, such as a very small screwdriver

2.
Soak the item in ammonia for at least 12 hours to remove the lacquer.

3.
Lay the old towel on a hard flat surface covered with newspaper.

4.
Spread a small amount of cleansing powder on the towel

5.
Mix in an equal amount of metal polish.

6.
Rub the metal object in the polish mixture with as much pressure as possible

7.
Use the toothbrush or screwdriver to get into any crevices or openings.

8.
Find a clean part of the towel and spread some metal polish (no powder) on it.

9.
Repeat steps 5-7.

10.
Fold the cotton cloth to a double thickness, place it over the towel and add liquid polish again.

11.
Repeat steps 5-7 until the entire object is shined.

12.
When finished, rinse the object in the sink and use the toothbrush to scrub it clean.

13.
Dry the object.

14.
To maintain a high gloss, polish it gently with a soft cloth and a small amount of liquid polish.

Inspections

Inspections are conducted to evaluate uniforms and personal grooming.

1.
Inspections will be normally be conducted at each meeting. This requirement may be waived by the Deputy Commander for Cadets or the Cadet Commander as necessary.

2.
Inspection teams will normally consist of the inspector (Cadet Deputy Commander), the recorder (Cadet First Sergeant) and the Flight Commander.

3.
Occasionally, detailed inspections will be conducted by the Deputy Commander for Cadets, the Leadership Officer and the Cadet Commander.

Grooming Standards

The following sections describe grooming standards for male and female cadets. For more information, refer to CAPM 39-1, Uniform Manual, Page 91 or ask your immediate superior.

Male Cadets

1.
Male Cadets must have a proper military style haircut in accordance with Civil Air Patrol and

Air Force standards.

2.
Hair must have a tapered appearance and may not touch the ears or collar.

3.
Beards are not permitted.

4.
If you have ‘five o̓clock shadow,” then take time to shave before coming to meetings.

5.
Mustaches are permitted if they are neatly trimmed and do not extend over the upper lip or below the corners of the mouth.

6.
Earrings are not permitted. Only a watch and one ring are acceptable jewelry.

Female Cadets

1.
Female Cadets will wear their hair up so that it does not fall below the bottom edge of the

collar in back.

2.
Hairstyles that prevent the proper wearing of the service hat are not permitted.

3.
Barrettes, ribbons, etc., will not be worn in the hair when the uniform is worn.

4.
Minimum makeup will be worn when in uniform.

5.
Excessive jewelry is not permitted.

Military Customs and Courtesies

Military customs and courtesies are traditions that explain what should and should not be done. They are acts of respect and courtesy used in dealing with other people. They have evolved as a result of the need for order, and the mutual respect and sense of fraternity that exist among military personnel. As the official auxiliary of the United States Air Force, the Civil Air Patrol shares in these military traditions.

Note: The terms “grade” and “rank” are sometimes confused. “Captain” and “Major” are examples of grade. Several individuals can have the same grade. Rank is grade adjusted for time. No two persons have the same rank; one is always senior to the other.

Saluting

Saluting is a courtesy exchanged between members of the Civil Air Patrol when n military-style uniform as both a greeting and a symbol of mutual respect. The basic rules of saluting for Cadet members of Civil Air Patrol are:

1.
You salute Cadet officers of higher grade and all Senior Member officers.

2.
You salute the President of the United States, all Medal of Honor recipients (enlisted and officer), and all commissioned and warrant officers of the Armed Forces.

3.
When indoors, you do not normally salute unless you are formally reporting to an officer senior in grade to you.

4.
You salute outdoors unless:

a.
You are carrying objects in both hands that cannot be transferred to the left hand. In this case a spoken greeting should be given, such as “Good Morning, Sir” or “Good Evening, Ma’am.” If you are the lower ranking individual and the person you are approaching is higher in grade but whose arms are incapacitated, you will still salute.

b.
You are in a designated “no salute” area, such as a flight line.

c.
You are a member of a military formation or a work detail. In this case, the highest ranking member of the formation or work detail salutes on behalf of the entire group.

d.
You are attending a public gathering such as a sports event.

5.
When on a military installation, you salute officers in government cars if the car has a flag or metal standard that identifies the grade of the occupant.

Reporting to an Officer

The following guidelines explain how to properly report to an officer. All Cadets, regardless of grade, must follow these procedures when reporting to Senior Members:

1.
When reporting to an officer indoors you must do the following:

a.
Check to make sure that your uniform is properly arranged (all buttons buttoned, “gig” line straight, etc.)

b.
Remove your cap or hat.

c.
If the officer is in another room, knock twice and enter when invited.

d.
Halt two paces from the officer.

e.
Salute and say: “Sir/Ma’am, Cadet (your name and grade) reporting.” If you were ordered to report, then say: “Sir/Ma’am, Cadet (your name and grade) reporting as ordered.”

f.
Hold the salute until the officer returns the salute.

g.
Remain at attention until you are given the command “at ease.

h.
Conduct your business in a proper military manner.

I.
When finished, return to the position of attention, take one step backward, salute and say:

“By your leave, Sir/Ma’am.” Execute an about face when the officer returns the salute, and depart.

2.
When reporting outdoors, follow the same procedure as for reporting indoors, except that you do not remove your cap or hat.

Respect for Authority

When officers enter a room, subordinates will come to attention unless:

1.
A higher ranking officer is already present.

2.
You are in a classroom, and class is in session.

3.
Subordinates will stand in the presence of higher ranking officer personnel, unless otherwise authorized.

4.
Military retirees are treated with the same respect and courtesies as active duty members. They are addressed by their retired grade.

5.
Junior ranking personnel show respect by walking in step on the left of persons of higher grade.

6.
Cadets of enlisted grade will halt and come to attention when meeting a Cadet Officer or Senior Member in a hallway or on a staircase.

Respect for the Flag and National Anthem

The flag of the United States represents the principles and ideals to which all Civil Air Patrol members are committed. It must never be treated with disrespect or contempt. The National Anthem honors the flag and should be given the same respect given the flag. The following guidelines govern how to show proper respect both indoors and outdoors:

Pledge of Allegiance

1.
When in military uniform outdoors, stand at attention, face the flag, render a salute and hold it, and remain silent until the pledge has been completed.

2.
When in military uniform indoors, stand at attention, face the flag and recite the pledge. Do not salute.

3.
When in civilian clothes (indoors or outdoors), stand at attention, face the flag, place your right hand over your heart, and recite the pledge. If you are wearing a cap, remove it and hold it over your heart with your right hand.

National Anthem
1.
When in military uniform outdoors, stand at attention, render a salute and hold it, and remain silent during the National Anthem.

2.
When wearing civilian clothes outdoors, stand at attention, remain silent, and place your right hand over your heart. If you are wearing a cap, remove it and place it over your heart with your right hand.

Parades

1.
When in military uniform, come to attention and salute the flag as it passes in front of you.

2.
When in civilian clothes, come to attention until the flag passes.

Titles of Address
1.
All Civil Air Patrol and military personnel will be addressed by the title appropriate to their

grade.

2.
Physicians, Dentists and Veterinarians may be addressed as “Doctor” rather than by grade.

3.
Chaplains are addressed as “Chaplain.”

4.
Cadets will never address any Senior Member or Cadet by first name while in uniform.

5.
The following titles of address should be used as appropriate

Note #1:
You will sometimes hear Cadet Officers and Senior Members refer to the Cadet First Sergeant as “First Shirt.” This is a title of respect borrowed from the United States Air Force. Cadets of enlisted grade must not address the Cadet First Sergeant in this manner.

Note #2:
Cadets are usually addressed as “Cadet” by USAF personnel and CAP Senior Members. In some CAP squadrons, such as Fremont Starfire Cadet Squadron, you will hear Senior Members addressing Cadets by their grade, such as “Lieutenant Smith” rather than “Cadet Smith.”

Note #3:
You should never address personnel (USAF or Civil Air Patrol) of enlisted grade as “Sir” or “Ma’am.”

Telephone Procedure

1.
When using the telephone for Civil Air Patrol business, use your full title; for example, “Cadet First Lieutenant Smith.” Always make sure that you include the word “Cadet” when you use the telephone for Civil Air Patrol business. For example, Cadet First Lieutenant Smith should never answer as “First Lieutenant Smith.”

2.
Address the other person with the title that you would normally use in face-to-face communication

Classroom Procedure

1.
After assembly in the classroom, Cadets will remain at attention behind their seats until the command “seats” is given.

2.
The highest ranking non-officer Cadet is responsible for watching the door to the classroom. This Cadet will call the room to attention for the arrival of the instructor, senior member officer or ranking Cadet officer.

3.
While a class is in session, the room will not be called to attention except by the instructor, regardless of the of the person entering. This exception is to prevent the interruption of a learning session.

Miscellaneous Rules of Military Courtesy

1.
All members will be treated with respect, regardless of rank or grade.

2.
Junior personnel will never be insubordinate towards their superiors.

3.
Higher ranking personnel shall never be overbearing towards their subordinates.

4.
Rudeness, verbal abuse and/or insubordination will not be tolerated.

Discipline


Discipline is a function of command. Every Officer and NCO (Senior and Cadet) is the appointed representative of the Squadron Commander and as such is responsible for the discipline and conduct of his/her element, flight or squadron. The presence of discipline builds esprit de corps and the lack of discipline destroys the effectiveness of the unit.

It is the policy of Fremont Starfire Cadet Squadron to reward positive conduct with compliments and various incentives based upon the act or conduct of a cadet as determined by the Squadron command staff. 

Negative conduct will normally be handled by counseling and instruction from the command staff as appropriate using 2 deep counseling as required.

The CAP form 50, Cadet Progress Evaluation,  is to be used in evaluating cadets.

Testing and Promotion Board Guidelines

Testing

Cadets progress through the Cadet Program and advance in grade by completing tests on drill, leadership and aerospace, and a mile run. The following guidelines describe testing requirements and procedures:

1.
All Cadets are encouraged to regularly test for promotion. Testing is offered to all squadron members on a weekly basis during the activity period.

2.
There must be at least two months between official completion of each of the 15 achievements in the Cadet Program. For example, if you have been an Airman First Class for one month and you have just completed all requirements for promotion to Sergeant, you cannot be promoted to Sergeant until another calendar month has passed. However, you are allowed to test up to three achievements ahead. If you are an Airman First Class, then you may complete the tests required for promotion to Sergeant, Staff Sergeant and Technical Sergeant. You may not test more than three achievements ahead.

3.
Under exceptional circumstances, arrangements can be made to take tests outside normal meeting nights by making a special appointment with the Testing Officer, Alternate Testing Officer, Deputy Commander for Cadets or Squadron Commander.

4.
Make sure that you have studied the material before you take a test. If you fail a test more than twice or get an extremely low score, that shows you have not studied enough and will result in disciplinary action. If you have any questions about the material, be sure to ask.

5.
Before reporting to the Testing Officer, make sure that you have your personnel folder in hand. Also make sure that you have pencils, scratch paper, etc.

6.
When you are prepared, report to the Testing Officer in a proper military manner. Present your personnel folder to the Testing Officer.

7.
The Testing Officer reserves the right to determine if you are ready and able to take a test.

8.
When finished testing, present your materials to the Testing Officer and leave the testing area promptly. You will be notified of the results.

9.
The Leadership Officer will normally evaluate drill requirements and the mile run as they relate to completion of the achievements.

Promotion Boards

All Cadets who have completed testing and drill requirements for promotion to the next higher grade must come before a promotion board. (Note: the Deputy Commander for Cadets or the Squadron Commander may waive promotion board requirements if special circumstances warrant.) The members of this board will determine if you are ready to be promoted to your new grade. The following guidelines describe the promotion board process:

1.
Promotion board members will consist of a minimum of one Senior Member and the Cadet Commander or Cadet Deputy Commander.

2.
When you appear before the board, you must have your personnel records in hand to be presented to the senior officer present on the board for review. You must be in a complete uniform of the day, and you must bring in your other uniform on a hangar. You must be prepared for a full inspection. This means that your uniform must be clean and pressed and your shoes and boots must be clean and polished, and you must meet grooming standards. Normally, the inspection is conducted by the junior person on the board. During this time, the other board members will review your personnel records. All blocks must be complete and properly filled in with the exception of the encampment block. You need attend only one encampment in accordance with Civil Air Patrol regulations.

3.
Once you have successfully passed inspection and the records check is complete, then you must report to the senior officer of the board. The interview will then begin.

4.
For each and every promotion board you will be asked to recite and interpret the meaning of the following:

a.
The Cadet Oath.

b.
The Pledge of Allegiance.

c.
The chain of command and the NCO support channel, beginning with the Flight Sergeant assigned to your flight, continuing all the way up through the National Commander of Civil Air Patrol.

5.
Questions will come from both the Leadership and Aerospace books. Only the Curry achievement does not use the Aerospace book. In addition to the questions for your particular achievement, you will be asked questions from preceding chapters. A maximum of 20 questions may be asked. At the discretion of the senior officer, the interview may be stopped at any time and you may be dismissed so that the board may consider suitability for promotion.

6.
Other questions may include hypothetical leadership questions or any other such questions that the board members see fit to ask.

7.
You are expected to provide short, concise answers to the best of your ability, answering in a proper military manner. After the questioning has been completed, you will be dismissed briefly while the board makes it decision. When the decision is made, you will be ordered to report to the senior officer of the board, who will inform you if you have passed or failed. If you did not pass, infractions will be pointed out and corrected so that you may reappear before the board by the following week.

8.
If you pass, your personnel records will be presented to the Deputy Commander for Cadets or the Squadron Commander for signature. You will then be promoted at the earliest possible convenience, or at an upcoming special activity.

Emergency Services

Civil Air Patrol has three missions:

1.
Aerospace Education

2.
The Cadet Program

3.
Emergency Services

As a Cadet member, you are automatically involved with the first two missions. You are also encouraged to participate in Emergency Services (ES). ES activities include search and rescue missions and disaster relief missions. You can become qualified to participate in ES by completing the following training:

•
classroom sessions

•
written tests similar in form to those used for the cadet program achievements

•
field exercises where you gain hands-on experience

The following sections describe the most popular ES specialties that are available to Cadets. For more information, contact the Emergency Services Officer. Remember to use the chain of command.

Radio Operator
The duties of a Radio Operator include:

•
Operation of radio equipment.

•
Maintaining a log of communications activities.

•
Transmitting and receiving radio messages.

In order to become a Radio Operator, you must do the following:

1.
Complete the classroom training and field exercise required to get your Civil Air Patrol Basic Radio Operator̓s Authorization Permit (BROA card).

2.
Serve as a Radio Operator trainee during two practice missions.

Ground Team Member

The Ground Team Member conducts ground search and rescue operations under the supervision of a Ground Team Leader. To become a Ground Team Member, you must be at least 16 years old, and you must do the following:

1.
Take and pass the Civil Air Patrol General Emergency Services Questionaire online exam 


CAPT 116 Part 1and CAPT 117 part 1

2.
Complete the requirements to obtain your Basic Radio Operator’s Permit card. (This normally is done during the Mission Basics Training)

3.
Complete a First Aid, CPR and Blood Borne Pathogen training course.  The local Red Cross Chapter provide this training for us at their cost, in exchange, we assist them by manning their First Aid Station Teams during special activities.

4.
Complete the Mission Basics/Ground Team Academics Field Team Member training course, which is usually offered several times a year. This course lasts for two full weekends.

5.
Serve as a Ground Team Member trainee during two practice missions.

Flight Line Assistant

The Flight Line Assistant helps the Flight Line Officer direct the taxiing, parking, securing and refueling of Civil Air Patrol aircraft. In order to become a Flight Line Assistant, you must do the following:

1.
Take and pass the Civil Air Patrol Emergency Services I exam.

2.
Complete the requirements to obtain your ROP card.

3.
Complete the Virginia Wing Flight Line training course.

Mission Scanner and Observer

Scanners and Observers are air crew members. They fly as passengers in Civil Air Patrol aircraft. The Scanner rides in the back seat, while the Observer rides in the front passenger seat of the aircraft. Their primary job is to be the “eyes” for the pilot when the aircraft is flying a search mission. They continuously look out the aircraft windows to search for mission targets, which may be downed aircraft or missing persons. In addition, the Observer is expected to assist the Mission Pilot with navigation of the aircraft and radio operation. The following requirements must be met to become a Scanner and Observer:

Be at least 16 years of age with the minimum grade of Cadet Flight Officer.

Complete the requirements to obtain your ROP card.

3.
Take and pass the Civil Air Patrol Emergency Services I exam.

4.
Take and pass the Civil Air Patrol Emergency Services II exam.

5.
Take and pass Civil Air Patrol course, Scanner

6.
Fly as a Scanner trainee during at least two practice missions.

7.
Pass a Scanner check ride.

Observer

1.
Complete all the requirements for Scanner.

2.
Take and pass Civil Air Patrol course, Observer

3.
Fly as an Observer trainee during at least three practice missions.

4.
Pass an Observer check ride.

Special Activities

This section describes a few of the many activities that are sponsored by Civil Air Patrol for Cadet members. Some of these activities take place at the Squadron level, while others are held at Wing and National level.

Flight Orientation Program

The Flight Orientation Program is sponsored by Civil Air Patrol National Headquarters and is conducted at the Squadron level. It is designed to introduce Civil Air Patrol Cadets to general aviation flight operations. A total of ten orientation flights are provided free of charge to all Cadets. Each powered flight will last a minimum of 60 minutes. They are conducted in Civil Air Patrol aircraft, usually a Cessna 182.  For glider flights a ASK 21 glider is utilized. The duration of glider flights varies depending on flight conditions. Cadets become eligible for orientation flights by passing achievements and earning additional grade. Under exceptional circumstances, Cadets may be given an orientation flight before attaining the grade of Cadet Airman. For additional information, refer to CAPM 52-16, CAP Cadet Program Management, or ask your immediate superior.

There are two components to the CAP Flight Orientation Program.  Powered flights and Glider flights.  These are covered by CAPP 52-7 (E) Cadet Flight Orientation Flight Syllabus.

The topics covered during the powered flight orientation program are as follows:

•
Flight #1 Preflight inspection, normal takeoff and landing

Flight #2 Normal flight maneuvers

•
Flight #3 Use of instruments in flight

•
Flight #4 Navigation

•
Flight #5 Weather

The topics covered during the glider flight orientation program are as follows:

Flight #1 Normal Glider Flight Maneuvers

•
Flight #3 Advanced Glider Flight Maneuvers

•
Flight #4 Use of instruments in soaring flight

•
Flight #5 Soaring Weather Flight

Encampments

An encampment is not a camping trip or bivouac. It is a training event patterned after Air Force Basic Training that every Civil Air Patrol Cadet of enlisted grade must attend in order to qualify for eventual promotion to officer. Encampments, normally one week in length, are the backbone of Civil Air Patrol Cadet training. They are conducted under Civil Air Patrol supervision with Air Force advice, assistance and cooperation. Each Wing in Civil Air Patrol usually sponsors an encampment during the summer. Occasionally, encampments are offered that cover two weekends, rather than an entire week at a time. For more information, refer to CAPM 52-16, CAP Cadet Training Manual, or ask your immediate superior.

Drill Team

The Drill Team is the elite team of Cadets who represent Colorado Wing in the Rocky Mountain Region Cadet Competition. Each Wing in Rocky Mountain Region participates in a Region Cadet Competition. The winning team represents Rocky Mountain Region in the National Cadet Competition. Academic excellence, physical fitness, teamwork, discipline, and military bearing all pray important parts in the Cadet Competition. Both the Region and National competitions consist of the following seven events:

1.
Uniform inspection

2.
Standard drill

3.
Innovative drill

4.
Written test

5.
Panel quiz

6.
Mile run

7.
Volleyball tournament

Orientation sessions will be held early in the year to show potential members exactly what is required of new Drill Team members. Interested Cadets can then prepare for the actual team tryouts. All Cadets, regardless of grade, are encouraged to try out for the team. Practice sessions will be held over several weekends in order to properly train for all events. Events related to Drill Team will be announced in advance at weekly squadron meetings. For additional information refer to AFMAN36-2203, Drill and Ceremonies. 

Special Drill Teams

The color guard team and honor guard team are special kinds of drill teams. These drill teams are typically called on to represent Fremont Starfire Cadet Squadron and Civil Air Patrol by participating in activities such as parades, change of command ceremonies and other similar events. Training sessions for these teams will normally be conducted on weekends. Dates and times for training sessions will be announced in advance during weekly squadron meetings.

Squadron Color Guard

The term “colors̓ refers to the U.S. and Civil Air Patrol flags when they are carried in ceremonies by a color guard. A color guard is a team of five Cadets that handle the colors in a ceremony. Three Cadets carry the U.S., Colorado and CAP flags during ceremonies. Cadets of lower grade are the guards who march in step with the flag bearers. The senior Cadet carries the US flag, commands the color guard, and gives all necessary orders for movements and rendering of honors. The junior flag bearers carry the CAP and Colorado flags. The CAP flag is always placed on the marching left of the U.S. flag in whatever direction they face.

The Fremont Starfire Cadet Squadron Color Guard is open to all interested Cadets. Cadets trained in Color Guard will be called upon to handle the colors at various squadron activities, as well as outside events.

Squadron Honor Guard

The Fremont Starfire Cadet Squadron Honor Guard is a special drill team that performs innovative drill maneuvers with facsimile rifles. Unlike color guard, there is no limit to the number of Cadets that can participate in an honor guard team. Honor guard participation is open to all Cadets, regardless of rank. The senior Cadet on the team is the honor guard commander. The Honor Guard is called upon to perform at airshows and other public events.

National Activities

There are many other activities sponsored by Civil Air Patrol National Headquarters that are available to Cadets. For additional information about these activities, ask your immediate superior. Listed below are some of the more popular ones and their associated requirements: Attendance at a Type 1 Encampment is a prerequisite. 

Cadet Officer School

Cadet Officer School is a 10 day course, offered in the summer, that is held at Maxwell Air Force Base in Alabama. It is designed to increase the effectiveness of Cadet officers. The curriculum covers psychology of leadership, problem solving techniques, effective writing and speaking, and physical fitness. Instruction is patterned after the U.S. Air Force̓s Squadron Officer School.

The requirements for attending are:

1.
Must be a Cadet in good standing.

2.
Must be at least 15 by July.

3.
Must have achieved the minimum grade of Flight Officer as listed on the December membership listing (MML).

4.
Cannot have previously attended this event.

5.
Must be in excellent physical condition.

Air Force Space Command Familiarization Course

The Air Force Space Command Familiarization Course is a one week course offered in the summer, conducted by Air Force and Air Force Reserve personnel, that is designed to provide Cadets with an in-depth look at Space Command operations. The course includes briefings on the mission and operation of the Space Command and includes tours of the Air Force Academy, Cheyenne Mountain installation, and Falcon Air Force Base satellite command and control facilities. Cadets attend classes on orbital mechanics, domestic and foreign launch capabilities, and global positioning satellites (GPS). They also have opportunity to take flights in Air National Guard T-43 aircraft. Cadets over the age of 18 who have a current FAA physical may receive altitude chamber rides.

The requirements for attending are:

1.
Must be a Cadet in good standing.

2.
Must be at least 15 by July.

3.
Must have attended an encampment as listed on the December membership listing (MML).

4.
Cannot have previously attended this event.

Pararescue Orientation Course

The Pararescue Course (PJOC) is a one week course planned and conducted by Air Force Active Duty and Reserve personnel, and the Pararescue School of the 58th Special Operations Wing, Kirtland Air Force Base, NM. It is offered during the summer. The curriculum includes land navigation and survival techniques, and other skills used in rescue operations. This event is held in the George Washington National Forest in Virginia.

The requirements for attending are:

1.
Must be a Cadet in good standing.

2.
Must be at least 15 by July.

3.
Must have attended an encampment as listed on the December membership listing (MML).

4.
Cannot have previously attended this event.

5.
Must be in excellent physical condition.

Blue Beret

Blue Beret is a two week long special activity that is held each summer in Oskosh, Wisconsin during the Experimental Aircraft Association (EAA) Annual Convention (otherwise known as the Oshkosh Airshow). Structured as a two week long encampment, CAP Cadets have the opportunity during the event to assist with marshalling all aircraft for parking, to search for ELTs and overdue aircraft, and to provide emergency services and security assistance.

The requirements for attending are:

1.
Must be a Cadet in good standing.

2.
Must be at least 14 by July.

3.
Must be in good physical condition.

National Flight Academy - Powered
NFAs are based on the U.S. Air Force’s Flight Screening Program and offer you real time instruction in a Cessna 172. Certified Flight Instructors provide instruction and encouragement as you receive 10 hours of “hands on” flight time learning the basics of flying a powered aircraft. When coupled with 25 hours of ground instruction and the opportunity to fly as an observer as other cadets receive instruction you are preparing for the next step in obtaining a FAA private pilot license. Must be 16 by the academy date.
