GET YOUR CIVIL AIR PATROL LICENSE PLATES IN JANUARY

The beautiful Colorado Civil Air Patrol license plate will be available beginning January 2, 2014, at your regular county clerk and recorder license plate offices. To answer some frequently asked questions:

• The plates are being shipped to the issuing offices now
• Show your colors by being the first on your block to get them
• All CAP members should buy one or more sets of the new plates
• Anyone who supports CAP can buy the plates – tell all your friends they don’t need to be CAP members to support CAP with the sharpest Colorado plates and to promote our organization
• In addition to the regular registration fees, you pay only $50 more per set of plates
• You can get credit if your old plates have not expired
• No part of the fee goes to CAP. Plates are for Esprit de Corps and Semper Vigilans and to promote CAP to all who see your vehicle.
• To be sure your local clerk’s office has enough plates, especially if several plates will be obtained at one office, tell us the estimated number of plates and the county clerk’s office address where you will purchase your plates. goodknightbooks@juno.com or ian.carman@cowg,cap.gov or gtobey@tobeyjohnston.com
• The plates will NOT be available at the Pierce St. DMV office 
• Be Patient. On JAN 2, clerk’s offices may not know they have these new plates in stock
• If a clerk’s office actually is out of the plates, they will be delivered in a day or two
• There will be motorcycle plates
• Do not use a plate holder for Joe’s Car Palace, Denver Broncos, or anything else. Just attach the plates so all can plainly see the red, white, and blue, the CAP Command Emblem, and read “Civil Air Patrol”
• We cannot order special letter and number combinations – you will get whatever they have at that clerk's office. It will be luck of the draw if you happen to get plate# 001-CAP or 162-FLY.
